3.1.1 [bookmark: _Toc177120898]Hardware and service requirements

Service Level Agreement for the hosting, maintenance, enhancement and support of The Presidency’s website for a period of 5 years payable monthly with the following:
a) Testing and deploying of security updates.
b) Setup and management of staging environment.
c) Management of server-side caching.
d) Load and traffic balancing.
e) Server reports and analytics
f) The creation of a staging/development environment that can be used to test any changes, updates before they are implemented on The Presidency’s production environment.
g) Backup and recovery tests and reports. A full backup of the site should be made once a day at 11pm and these backups should be kept for 30 days.

h) Drupal CMS support:
i. Maintaining and developing the design, layout and styles.
ii. Customising CMS modules when required.
iii. Optimising websites for mobile devices.
iv. Developing and implementing new features and/or websites.
v. Following a standards compliant configuration management workflow.
vi. Quality assurance of any changes made to the CMS.
vii. Training on the new CMS to four Presidency staff members. The supply of a training manual. 
viii. Assessing and recommending enhancements to the CMS.
ix. Call centre to be available for queries relating to the CMS.

i) Drupal CMS maintenance and performance:
i. Performing all necessary maintenance to ensure optimal performance, including upgrades and updates.
ii. Updating the CMS with new features as they become available and stable within the relevant community.
iii. Ensuring adequate security systems to protect the integrity of the website, working within existing GCIS security systems.
iv. Monthly assessment the website’s performance.
v. Addressing security vulnerability issues by related security departments and institutions during vulnerability assessments.
vi. Providing monthly performance reports in terms of hours and cost in line with service level agreement (SLA) to The Presidency. 
 
j) Migration to latest version of Drupal:
i. Drupal 7 and Drupal 8 end-of-life was on November 2023. Drupal 9 was released in 2020. The Presidency’s website uses Drupal 8.9.17
ii. Describe and follow a standards compliant the latest Drupal version configuration management workflow for the upgrade.
iii. Service providers should plan for upgrades to Drupal as and when upgrades are available and tested to be stable for the duration of the five year contract.
iv. The migration should not affect the up-time of The Presidency’s website.

k) Mobile and device adaptability

The following documentation will be required for the company security screening process to be conducted:

(e) Security suitability check for individuals: SITA/The Presidency may, at its own discretion and in line with its policies and procedures, require employees of the supplier to be subjected to a security suitability check before commencement of a project or delivering of a service. The security suitability check is conducted by SITA/The Presidency to ensure that individuals meet the minimum-security requirements and also to verify personal information. The supplier will be required to replace any employee(s) who is found to be not suitable after the conduct of the security screening. The following documentation will be required for the security suitability check:

(f) Security clearance: A security clearance, issued by either the SSA or Defence Intelligence (DI) is required if any employee of the supplier will have or may gain access to classified information throughout the duration of the project or in the process of delivering a service. The level of security clearance required – Confidential, Secret or Top Secret, will be determined at the sole discretion of SITA/The Presidency  The supplier will have to replace any employee who do not qualify for a security clearance or is found not suitable by the SSA or DI. The following documentation will be required for the security clearance process:
(g) Completed Z204 or DD1057 security clearance application form.

(iv) being information provided by one Party to another Party in the course of contractual or other negotiations, which could reasonably be expected to prejudice the right of the non-disclosing Party;
(v) being information, the disclosure of which could reasonably be expected to endanger a life or physical security of a person;
(vi) being technical, scientific, commercial, financial and market-related information, know-how and trade secrets of a Party;
(vii) being financial, commercial, scientific or technical information, other than trade secrets, of a Party, the disclosure of which would be likely to cause harm to the commercial or financial interests of a non-disclosing Party; and
(viii) being information supplied by a Party in confidence, the disclosure of which could reasonably be expected either to put the Party at a disadvantage in contractual or other negotiations or to prejudice the Party in commercial competition; or
(ix) information the disclosure of which would be likely to prejudice or impair the safety and security of a building, structure or system, including, but not limited to, a computer or communication system; a means of transport; or any other property; or a person; methods, systems, plans or procedures for the protection of an individual in accordance with a witness protection scheme; the safety of the public or any part of the public; or the security of property; information the disclosure of which could reasonably be expected to cause prejudice to the defence of the Republic; security of the Republic; or international relations of the Republic; or plans, designs, drawings, functional and technical requirements and specifications of a Party, but must not include information which has been made automatically available, in terms of the Promotion of Access to Information Act, 2000; and information which a Party has a statutory or common law duty to disclose or in respect of which there is no reasonable expectation of privacy or confidentiality;

(d) Where a Party discloses Confidential Information which materially damages or could materially damage another Party, the disclosing Party must submit all facts related to the disclosure in writing to the other Party, who must submit information related to such actual or potential material damage to be resolved as a dispute;
(e) Parties may not, except to the extent that a Party is legally required to make a public statement, make any public statement or issue a press release which could affect another Party, without first submitting a written copy of the proposed public statement or press release to the other Party and obtaining the other Party's prior written approval for such public statement or press release, which consent must not unreasonably be withheld.

(a) The supplier confirms that:
(i) The warranty of goods supplied under this contract remains valid for the duration of the contract after the goods were delivered, installed and commissioned with a sign off, including the clients signature

(a) SITA/The Presidency retains all Intellectual Property Rights in and to SITA's Intellectual Property. As of the Effective Date, the Supplier is granted a non-exclusive license, for the continued duration of this Contract, to perform any lawful act including the right to use, copy, maintain, modify, enhance and create derivative works of SITA's Intellectual Property for the sole purpose of providing the Products or Services to SITA pursuant to this Contract; provided that the Supplier must not be permitted to use SITA's Intellectual Property for the benefit of any entities other than SITA without the written consent of SITA, which consent may be withheld in SITA's sole and absolute discretion. Except as otherwise requested or approved by SITA, which approval is in SITA's sole and absolute discretion, the Supplier must cease all use of SITA's Intellectual Property, at of the earliest of:
(i) termination or expiration date of this Contract; 
(ii) the date of completion of the Services; and 
(iii) the date of rendering of the last of the Deliverables
(b) If so required by SITA/The Presidency, the Supplier must certify in writing to SITA/The Presidency that it has either returned all SITA Intellectual Property to SITA or destroyed or deleted all other SITA Intellectual Property in its possession or under its control
(c) SITA, at all times, owns all Intellectual Property Rights in and to all Bespoke Intellectual Property. 
(d) Save for the license granted in terms of this Contract, the Supplier retains all Intellectual Property Rights in and to the Supplier’s pre-existing Intellectual Property that is used or supplied in connection with the Products or Services
(e) Provide SITA with the compliant Occupational Health and Safety File (required on site for period of installation and proof of compliance).
4.3.10. [bookmark: _Toc177120922]Counter Conditions
(a) Bidders’ attention is drawn to the fact that amendments to any of the Bid Conditions or setting of counter conditions by bidders may result in the invalidation of such bids.
4.3.11. [bookmark: _Toc177120923]Fronting
(a) The SITA supports the spirit of Broad Based Black Economic Empowerment and recognizes that real empowerment can only be achieved through individuals and businesses conducting themselves in accordance with the Constitution and in an honest, fair, equitable, transparent and legally compliant manner. Against this background the SITA will not condone any form of fronting.
(b) The SITA, in ensuring that bidders conduct themselves in an honest manner will, as part of the bid evaluation processes, conduct or initiate the necessary enquiries/investigations to determine the accuracy of the representation made in bid documents. Should any of the fronting indicators as contained in the Guidelines on Complex Structures and Transactions and Fronting, issued by the Department of Trade and Industry, be established during such enquiry/investigation, the onus will be on the bidder / contractor to prove that fronting does not exist.
